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Option 1: the Practice report

along the bottom contain the results of different sections of the survey. This document is very large and will take a few 

minutes to download. 

Please note that the practice results for the 2011-2012 survey will not be available until June 2012, but you can 

access practice results from previous surveys using the archive tool. Please see overleaf.

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You can view your practice results from previous surveys by using the Archive tool; this is available for both 

weighted and unweighted data. 
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Option 2: the PCT reports  

The results are also divided into individual PCT reports and you can download an Excel report containing survey results 

for every PCT in England. There is one row showing the National results, and one row showing the PCT results. The 

tabs along the bottom contain the results of different sections of the survey.
